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Format of Synchronization Extract Files

WinSales Version: 3.x, 4.x

Revised: 2/2/00
This document describes the content of a WSX file.  These files are composed of a header record (whose format varies as described below), a series of data records (whose format varies according to which table the record belongs), and a document section (which contains form letters, custom letters and OLE linked files).

Fields within a record in the extract file are separated by a character whose ASCII value is 20.  Each record is terminated by a characters whose ASCII value is 21, followed by a CR/LF combination (ASCII 13 and ASCII 10).

Creating a New WSX File:
When a new WSX file is being created (as opposed to being appended to), its first record, referred to as a header record, is formatted as follows:

Type of Sync:
“Initial” or “Incremental”.  The only time this will be “Initial” is when a rep-specific site is being created and populated for the first time.

Destination Site Name:
Shortname for destination site, padded at the end with underscores ( _ ) as needed to reach exactly four characters.

Date Last Sync Extract:
Date the most recent previous sync extract was performed from the source site.  Date is stored as the number of days since 12/31/1899 (which is 1).

Database Rev Level:
The revision number of the source database at the time the sync extract was performed.  

Possible revision numbers are: 4, 5, and 6.

For WinSales versions 2.0, 2.1, and 3.x.

Sync ID:
ID unique to this synchronization architecture.  Each master database is assigned this Sync ID when the database is changed from Stand-Alone to Master.  Each remote database inherits the Sync ID of its master, when the remote database is created.

Appending to an Existing WSX File:

When a WSX file is being appended to, a record is inserted at the end of the current file, indicating the start of a new sync extract section.  The new section does not include another header record, as described above.

Indicates start of a new sync extract.

TimeStamp
Date and time of extract.  TimeStamp is stored as the number of days since 12/31/1899 (which is 1), plus the decimal portion of the day the time represents (noon is .5).

Data Records:
Whether creating a new WSX or appending to an existing one, record changes are recorded as data records.  The format of each depends on the type of table (represented by the Class ID) to which the record belongs.  This documentation does not include the individual table’s specifications, but shows what each data record has in common.

Class ID:
Number representing the type of data contained in the record.  Possible values are:

Field Values:
Each field separated by a field delimiter.  Meaning depends on Class ID.

Document Section:

Whether creating a new WSX or appending to an existing one, changes to attached documents are recorded in the document section.  If there are no such changes to be included here, or it the user has disabled this feature, an end-of-document record is all that will be included (zeroes for field values).

3 digits:
Length of document file name.  Zero indicates end of document section.

10 digits:
Size of document.  Zero indicates end of document section.

11 digits:
TimeStamp of document file (directory date and time).  TimeStamp is stored as the number of days since 12/31/1899 (which is 1), plus the decimal portion of the day the time represents (noon is .5).  Zero indicates end of document section.

x characters:
Name of document file (x is from length of document file name, above).

x characters:
Content of document file (x is from size of document, above).
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
