This SyncWiz program automates the creation of the shortcut and command line used to run synchronization. To install the program download the SyncWiz.exe installation file from the support website and double click on the file to run the installation. That will create a WS Sync Wizard program in the WinSales program group or where ever the program was installed. Selecting the WS Sync Wizard program will begin the process of creating the shortcut with the command line.

The NetSync Database Setup screen will gather information about your operating system, how you want to run synchronization and the location of the required programs and databases. 
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Operating System: The version of Windows installed on the machine where you are creating the synchronization.

Sync Via: The method used for processing the synchronization files. Choose Network if synchronization files will be sent back and forth from a common network directory that all computers are logged into. Choose Email if synchronization files will be sent back and forth as email attachments.

Database Type: The type of database that the synchronization shortcut is being set up for.

WSSync.exe location: The location of the synchronization executable. Click the “Browse” button and navigate to the location WinSales is installed and select the WSSYNCHRONIZE.EXE (wssync.exe for WinSales versions 3.2 and 4.0) file and click the Open button and the path to the file will fill in.
WinSales Database Path: The location of the WinSales Database you are running synchronization on.

WinSales user for this site: Select the user who will run synchronization at this site.

The NetSync Interval Setup screen defines how often you want to run synchronization.
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Synchronization Interval: The frequency synchronization will check to see if it is time to run synchronization.

Close NetSync when synchronization complete: If this is selected the synchronization closes after running.

When starting NetSync wait: If this is selected the program will open then wait to run synchronization until the next specified interval.  If this is not selected synchronization will run immediately upon opening, then stay open till the next specified interval to run again.

Days of the week to run NetSync: Determines which days synchronization runs.

The NetSync Time Setup screen define the times of the day you wish to synchronize.
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Hours of the day to run NetSync: Select the hours of the day synchronization will run.

Minutes past the hour to execute NetSync: Select the point of the hour synchronization is scheduled to run at (:00 is on the hour, :15 is fifteen minutes after the hour, :30 is thirty minutes after the hour, and :45 is forty five minutes after the hour).

The NetSync Setup for Network screen will display if you chose to run synchronization via a network on the first screen (NetSync Database Setup). Here you will select the location synchronization files will be stored. Make sure all users running synchronization have read / write network security for this directory. If you are in doubt check with your network administrator or IT manager to ensure you have these privileges (a good test is attempting to copy a file to that directory using Windows Explorer). 
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Directory where sync files should be stored: The drive letter of the machine where all synchronization files will be stored.

Folder where sync files should be stored: The directory within the specified drive letter that all synchronization files will be stored.

The NetSync Setup for Email screen will appear if you chose to run synchronization via email on the NetSync Database Setup screen. Here you will define where the synchronization files need to be emailed.
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Email errors to: The email address you wish to have any errors that may occur in the synchronization process sent to (your WinSales Administrator’s email address).

Email for remote sites receiving sync files: If you are setting the shortcut up for a master site each remote site will be listed for you to select and pick the user and enter the email address for that user below.  When setting up the shortcut for a remote site the master site will be the only site listed.

Sync user for this site: Select the user at the site to receive the emails with the synchronization files attached.

Send sync files to Email address: Enter the email address where synchronization files should be sent.

The NetSync Complete Setup screen will allow you to reset the last extract date and rename the desktop icon created by the program. 
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Reset Last Extract Date and Time: The date and time synchronization will extract data from the database to put in the first synchronization file created by the program.  This value will default to what is in the database site table record.  You may change the value to set the first synchronization to a specific date.

NetSync shortcut name: The name of the shortcut created on the desktop.

Once Finish is clicked the desktop icon will appear with the settings you have selected. The user settings for all options you selected will be updated to reflect your changes.
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
