Problem: How can I set up Workbench criterias that are flexible for many users?

Solution: In the Workbench there are @ask statements that you can utilitize with field criteria to make intelligent Workbench criteria’s that ask the user a question when they run the Workbench item. For instance a common use of @ask statements is to ask for the Sales Rep name and date range on a query to FIND SCHEDULED PHONE CALLS. With this one query all users can work from and there doesn’t have to be a seperate query for each sales rep. When adding search criteria, instead of entering a value you may enter any of these special @ statements, or use the @ask feature with any field in your database:

Descripition

@today

Uses today's date.

@tomorrow

Uses tomorrow's date.

@yesterday

Uses yesterday's date.

@first


Uses the first day of the current month.

@last


Uses the last day of the current month.

@ask(question)
Prompts for a value to use when the  query is run. Displays question, the user enters a response, and the response is used as the value.
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
