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Setting The Minimum Revision In WINSALES 5.0 Databases

Question: How can I set the minimum revision in a WINSALES database to prevent users with older versions of the software from logging into the database ?
Solution: When you convert your database from WinSales 4.0 to WINSALES 5.0 the minimum revision required for a user to log in is set for each module in the WINSALES table of your database. The MinWSRevision column contains a number for each module seperated by a semi-colon. From left to right the modules are Winsales, Administrator, Fulfillment Center, Synchronization, Alarms, ReportDB, Mobile Device

For example the value: 89;76;68;65;10;15;1;
WINSALES = 89

ADMINISTRATOR = 76

FULFILLMENT = 68

SYNCHONIZATION = 65

ALARMS = 10

REPORT DB = 15

MOBILE DEVICES = 1

If a user attempted to log into this database in the main WINSALES program with a version less then 87 they would recieve the following message:
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This build of Winsales is older than the
Id. Must have at least





To update the minimum revisions a WINSALES ADMINISTRATOR can open the database in Microsoft Access or SQL SERVER Enterprise Manager and update the MinWSRevision column values in the WINSALES table to have the revision desired as the minimum required revision. Customers who have been working with WINSALES 5.0 may want to check the version they are currently running by opening WINSALES and going to HELP + ABOUT WINSALES and noting the revision in the upper right corner of the screen. Then open the database and review the WINSALES table to check the minimum required version. If administrators wish to update this value in the WINSALES table they can, just be sure all users are working with that revision or higher or they will be blocked from using WINSALES. Customors working with remote synchronization would need to recreate remote databases for this change to get to a remote site. The change in the WINSALES table will not sychronize to remote sites through normal remote synchronization methods.
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
