Problem: Changing a database’s Database Settings to STAND ALONE resets the license number.

Solution: Customers working with a licensed database that is set in the WINSALES ADMINISTRATOR under EDIT + DATABASE SETTINGS to a STYLE of MASTER or REMOTE will reset the Sync ID and License Number by changing the database to a STYLE of STAND ALONE.

STAND ALONE databases are for single user databases only!! If you change a MASTER or REMOTE database to a STAND ALONE if your database is a MASTER database synchronizing with REMOTE databases the REMOTE databases would need to be recreated for further synchronizing. Resetting the license number will require customers update the license of the database from a demo to the appropriate licensed items purchased by the customer. The only reason a user would WANT to change the database to STAND ALONE and reset the License Number and Sync ID is if a new WINSALES DATABASE was being created modeled after the existing copy so it could be relicensed independently of the modeled database (for other projects or company efforts).
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
