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Problem: WINSALES Error message 17 attempting to connect to a Microsoft Access database.

Solution: This error is generally caused by installation or networking problems. If the database you are attempting to log into is on a network server the issue is likely in the connection to that server. To trouble shoot this attempt to log into one of the local training database, or copy the file you are attempting to log into locally to the machine you are running WINSALES on and attempt to connect to the database. This kind of problem can be caused by network hubs, wires, or cards going bad. These issues can often crop up in WINSALES before other applications as WINSALES is a very network intensive application.
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
